Real Property: Any case involving disputes over the ownership, use,
boundaries, or value of fixed land.

Restraining Petition: Any petition for a restraining order that does not
result from a domestic altercation or is not between parties considered -
to be in a domestic refationship.

Other General Civil: Any case in which a plaintiff requests the
enforcement or protection of a right or the redress or prevention of a
wrong, but does not fit into one of the other defined case categories.

Domestic Relations Cases

Adoption: Cases involving a request for the establishment of a new,
permanent relationship of parent and child between persons not so
biologically related.

Dissolution/Divorce/Separate Maintenance: Any case involving the
dissolution of a marriage or the establishment of alimony or separate
maintenance.

Family Violence Petition: Any case in which a protective order from a
farnily member or domestic partner is requested.

Paternity/Legitimation: Cases involving the establishment of the
identity and/or responsibilities of the father of a minor child or the
determination of biological offspring.

Support - IV-D: Cases flled by the Georgia Department of Human
Services to request maintenance of a minor child by a person who is
required, under Title IV-D of the Social Security Act of 1973, to provide
such maintenance.

Support ~ Private (non-1V-D): Cases filed to request maintenance of a
parent/guardian or a minor child by a person who is required by law,
but who is not under the auspices of Title IV-D of the Social Security
Act of 1973, to provide such maintenance.

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The responsible party listed above for each debt shall hold the other party
harmless for any collections on that debt. If legal action is brought against the other
party to recover that debt, the responsible party agrees to indemnify or hold the other
party harmless and, in addition, to pay all fees and costs of collection which the other
party may incur as a result of the legal action.

5. Completeness of Agreement
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties. Except as
specifically provided herein, no modification or waiver of the terms of this Agreement
shall be made except with the express written consent of the other party, and each
party hereby waives any past, present or future claim or right which he may have
against the other party.

6. Effect of Divorce
Both parties understand that this Agreement does not require them to continue
to live separately or to proceed with an action for divorce. However, if either party
brings or maintains an action for divorce, this Agreement shall be presented to the
Court and incorporated by reference into any judgment concerning the matters above
by the Agreement. Even if it becomes part of a divorce judgment, this Agreement
shall survive and can be enforced independently from the judgment of divorce.
